Transfers

Ask the bus driver for a transfer after you
pay your fare. The transfer will be good for
90 minutes from the time issued. If you use
a bus pass, you will not need a transfer.

Interline Transfers

To Waukesha County (WC)

Routes 901, 904, or 905:

Interline transfers are available from your
Waukesha Metro operator. These transfers will
allow you to transfer to a WC bus for $2.00 off
the applicable WC fare.

From Waukesha County (WC)

Routes 901, 904, and 905:

Waukesha Metro will accept WC transfers at
any bus stop for no additional fare. A Waukesha
Metro Transit transfer can be purchased by
passengers boarding with a WC transfer

for $0.50.
